            FOR WHAT IT’S WORTH DEPT. 
 
            Toward the end of the growing season, it is recommended that Nitrogen (N) fertilizer be withheld to preclude new 
            growth that may not have time to harden before freezing temperatures set in. 
            It is also suggested that applications of Phosphorus and Potassium (Potash) be applied to aid in root development. 
            In checking around I have found that while there are sources for Phosphorus (P), it is hard to find Potassium supplements 
            that do not have percentages of Nitrogen.  Wood Ash is a source of a high concentration of Potassium (K), but wood ash 
            can change the PH factor to highly alkaline.  This may not be in the best interest of your evergreens / azaleas. 
            I found that a fertilizer named Greensand may be just what the doctor ordered.

            Potassium (K) 
                 While potassium is not a component of any part of the plant compounds, it plays an important role in many aspects of plant life.  
                 For example, potassium is needed to sustain plant growth and reproduction. It also increases root growth and improves drought tolerance. 
                 Greensand (GS) organic fertilizer is a one of the best sources of potassium (iron-potassium silicate). It comes from sandy rock or sediment containing a high 
                 percentage of the mineral glauconite (greenish-black to blue-green).  Glauconite is used in water treatment as a water softener. 
                 It has been marketed for over 100 years as an organic fertilizer and soil conditioner. The slow release rate of plant nutrients minimizes plant damage by fertilizer 
                 "burn" while the GS's moisture retention helps soil conditioning. It is non water soluble so it would not make a great liquid fertilizer. It is odorless and can be 
                 applied anytime of the year. 
                       GS Use:  
                                  •Used to improve a plants overall health 
                                  •Used to increased root growth 
                                  •Enhances soil structure - loosens heavy clay soil  
                                  •Can be added to the surface or blended into the soil 
                                  •Softens the effects of hard water 
                                  •Improves drought tolerance

            There are sources on-line to purchase Greensand in various percentages from 0-0-7 to 0-0-3, and some even have 
            a percentage of P in the mix… e.g.:  0-1-6. 
            I stopped at Stringer’s and found some, but it was primarily Iron with only 1% K. 
            I called other local nurseries and only found Southwood as a source of Greensand, but they were out of stock. 
            I will check back over the next week or so to see if they have restocked.            I’ll report at the Sept. meeting.
